OPEN BACK SPANNER

STEP 1: Assemble Uprite & Base Brackets according to standard shelving instructions, 01-13.

STEP 2: Place Load Spreader over the round hole on the outside of the Uprite & insert a carriage bolt thru the Load Spreader & Uprite.

STEP 3: Align the square hole in the end of the Open Back Spanner with the bolt & slide onto bolt. Secure with a hex nut. Tighten FINGER
TIGHT ONLY. (See FIGURE 3).

STEP 4: Place carriage bolt thru hole in the other end of Open Back Spanner. Stand next uprite assembly vertical & install onto bolt. Add nex
